9. BE ON TIME FOR ALL SESSIONS.

10. OBEY ALL YOUR COACHES ON THE FIELDS AND IN THE DORMS.

11. DON’T WEAR CLEATED SHOES IN THE DORMS, ESPECIALLY IF THE FIELDS ARE WET.  REPORT ALL INJURIES TO YOUR COACHES.  IF NECESSARY, THEY WILL REFER YOU TO THE ATHLETIC TRAINERS.
